Welcome to Worship! Most of us know the story of the three 

little pigs. One built his house with straw because it was quick and 

easy. Another used sticks which is stronger, but still temporary. The 

third took time to build with brick. When the storm came and the 

wolf blew against the houses, what mattered wasn’t how they looked 

or how fast they were built, but what they were made of. The straw 

collapsed, the sticks fell apart, and only the brick remained. 

Paul makes a similar point in 1 Corinthians 3. Every believer is 

building a life on the foundation of Christ, but not everything we 

build will last. One day, God will test each person’s work. What we 

build for ourselves may look impressive now, but only what is built 

for Christ and eternity will endure.
